October – Someone Cares Conference at Ridgecrest, Asheville, NC – premiere of theme song and video Someone Who Cares for this organization committed to serving those caring for loved ones in the home.  Also lead worship, provided a concert, and taught classes. 

November – First Annual “Sing a Song” Fundraiser at Tennessee State Museum 

December – Focus on the Family radio interview taped

2008
February – Meeting with American Family Association in Tupelo.MS

February - Presented a new song entitled "Still a Family" at an event called Revive hosted by Christian Co-Parenting. The song is for Christian parents who have been through a divorce but are committed to working together to parent their children.

March – National Religious Broadcasters Nashville concert presentation for Douglas Shaw & Associates at the Opryland Hotel. Carolyn Pankalla & Steve Siler perform.

March - Music for the Soul co-sponsors an event called Write about Jesus in Hendersonville, TN. The day includes classes teaching Christian songwriting and an evening concert. 

May – Steve Siler appears live in studio at Moody Radio in Chicago for an hour long interview and sings Somebody's Daughter. 

May - The Klaas Kids Foundation adopts Somebody's Daughter as a theme song for presentations on the issue of Human Trafficking. 

June – Feature article appears in the American Family Association Journal. 
June – Shaw team promotion & marketing brainstorming session, Chicago,IL

July - Steve Siler attends International Christian Retail Show in Orlando, FL and gives eighteen interviews in three days.  Siler also tapes two episodes of the Michael Card show in Leipers Fork, TN.

September – Someone Cares Conference – We providing concert, lead worship, and teach classes. The song Dignity, written especially for the organization, is presented for the first time.

September - Somebody's Daughter: A Journey to Freedom form Pornography – a 62 minute DVD with four music videos, eight vignettes, and forty minutes of interviews is released. It is packaged with the original CD as a DVD/CD set.  For the first time a study guide is made available simultaneously to help the church and Christian counselors implement the resources.  The DVD wins the Redemptive Film Festival Storyteller Award within the first six weeks of release.*

September – Music for the Soul co-sponsors with Unshackled Ministries an event called “Into the Light” at Trinity Baptist Church in Apopka, Florida.  The Somebody’s Daughter CD is performed live. And the videos premiered, in conjunction with a concert featuring Scott Krippayne, Clay Crosse, & John Mandeville.  Over 500 attend and many come forward for counseling at evening’s end.

October – Provide concert and a special pressing of Twenty Three for the Kalamazoo Gospel Rescue Mission annual fundraiser. Scott Krippayne appears.
